Children’s Sunday School Project: Spring Chicks and Rabbits

Mennonite Central Committee is working with partners in northern Gaza
to provide food to families through livestock. By supplying equipment,
training and animals, the project will help provide a sustainable food
source. Each family will receive animals such as rabbits and chickens. The
meat and eggs will provide protein that children need. The project will
also allow families to generate additional income from the sale of ani-
mals, meat and eggs. $100 is the cost of five rabbits or six chickens. $160
provides equipment, such as fencing for one family raising animals.
